1.4.  A student who obtains letter grade of I or W in a c ourse has to 
reregister for and repeat the course.

1.6.  Course with grades I and W are not considered for c alculation of 
grade point average or cumulative grade point avera ge. F grade 
will be considered for computing GPA and CGPA. 

1.7.  GPA is the sum of the products of the number of cre dits of a 
course with the grade point scored in that course, taken over all 
the courses for the year/semester, divided by the s um of the 
number of credits for all courses taken in that yea r/semester. 
CGPA is similarly calculated considering all the co urses taken 
from the time of admission. 

1.8.  Students who have secured a CGPA of more than 9.5 o ut of 10 will 
be awarded Distinction and those with 7.0 out of 10  shall be 
placed in First Class. Student whose CGPA is less t han 5 will not 
be eligible for the award of the degree.
